Law Enforcement Driving Instructor Program

One of the highest liability areas of any department is that of vehicle operation. This five-day course will cover principles and domains of learning, legal issues surrounding pursuits and non-emergency driving, how to instruct officers in the safe operation of vehicles and how to set up a course to challenge and teach officers their capabilities and that of the vehicle.

Participants will learn:

· Recent legal decisions that impact vehicle operation

· Colorado P.O.S.T. requirements for driver training

· How to identify and correct improper driving techniques

· How to run a law enforcement driving program

Prerequisites

All participants in P.O.S.T. approved law enforcement driving instructor programs must successfully pass a pre-test, before being allowed to complete the course. The pre-test will consist of four blocks of testing: evasive steering/braking, turnabout, lane change and 90 and 180 degree cornering exercise. These tests will be administered on the morning of the first day of class. Anyone who does not successfully pass the tests will not be allowed to complete the course and will receive a refund of their tuition. Pre-test information will be sent to each student 30 days prior to the beginning of the class. 

All Denver Police officers must obtain the permission of the Director of training to attend this course. For permission send a letter through your chain of command outlining the specific reasons why your attendance will benefit the DPD.
