Allowable Costs

First Day / Last Day:  
Do NOT bill for the first day the offender is in the program, but DO bill for the last day the offender is in the program.

Status Transfer:  
The First Day No / Last Day Yes rule applies.  For example, the day an offender transfers from Residential to Non-Residential services.

Absence Due to Arrest:  
Bill full rate the day the offender is arrested and 50% of the per diem rate for up to 7 days while the offender is in jail.  During this time, the program must hold a bed available for the return of the offender from jail.  The day that the offender returns to the program is the final 50% day. Not for remediation purposes.
Absence Due to Hospitalization:  
Bill full rate the day the offender is placed in the hospital and 50% of the per diem rate for up to 7 days while the offender is in the hospital.  During this time, the program must hold a bed available for the return of the offender from the hospital.  The day that the offender returns to the program is the final 50% day.

Emergency Leave:  
Bill full rate the day the offender leaves the facility due to a serious life-threatening incident in the offender’s immediate family and 50% of the per diem for up to 7 days while the offender is on leave.  During this time, the program must hold a bed available for the return of the offender.  The day that the offender returns to the program is the final 50% day.

Off-Grounds Leave:  
Bill full rate while an offender is out of the program for a hearing or assessment regarding the continuation of the offender in community corrections for up to 3 days. This leave is uncommon and includes court appearances on Rule 35(b) motions.
STIRRT Program:  
If an offender in a community corrections program leaves to attend the two-weeks (14 days) STIRRT program, do not bill for residential during this absence.  Instead, you may charge the administrative non-residential rate of $2.00 while the offender is in the STIRRT program.  During this time, the program must monitor the client by phone and must maintain a bed for the offender’s return to the residential facility.

IRT 90 Day Program:  
DCJ will pay for 90 days of placement and for 90 days of differential for diversion and transition clients.  Probation is responsible for reimbursement of IRT services for probation cases; DCJ will not pay for probation offenders in IRT.
Condition of Probation:
A limited number of Condition of Probation beds are available in selected Judicial Districts on a trial basis.  You may bill for Condition of Probation offenders, using that service type in CCIB, for up to 180 days.  Condition of Probation offenders are not eligible for differential payments or nonresidential placement.
